A 2004 research study conducted by the American Institutes for Research found that children who 
attend outdoor school have gains in their science scores by 27 percent, and substantial growth in 
self-esteem, conflict resolution, relationship with peers, problem solving and motivation to learn.



Each week throughout the school year, students from different elementary 
schools - and often diverse backgrounds - come together for a shared experience 
in an environment that fosters respect for self and others and promotes the  
importance of adapting to new situations with a positive attitude.
